Scientists @ work as it was ...

Scientists @ work started in the academic year 2003—
2004. A comprehensive overview of the first editions can
be found here.

More than 800 young people began in October 2003
with a project and 43 project mentors willing and
available to help them. The main prize was a trip to
Ireland, which was won by the school, Holy Family in
Sint-Niklaas, Belgium.

By the sixth year of the programme (2008-2009) 1600
pupils experienced real science for a day and 160
scientists offered them 62 different projects. On 13 May
2009, the 10 winners spoke confidently about their
research in the University halls of the KU Leuven.

Scientists @ work has introduced a meaningful and
interesting programme to encourage young minds to
think about entering a field of science as a career. They
run the sessions successfully
and the evidence of
continuing participation each
year shows that this is a well
received example of outreach

European and Global Plant Research programme

@, National Science Foundation

April's edition of the newsletter highlights the National
Science Foundation (NSF) in the US with an eye to
collaborative approaches mutually benefitting our EPSO
members and researchers in the US.

In particular, the NSF has programmes specifically
directed to collaboration in Eastern European countries
and more recently to all Europeans. (See article: More
opportunities for International Collaborations in Eastern
Europe) and the BREAD programme — to be detailed in
a later newsletter.

Although it may not be possible to apply directly to the
NSF — it may be possible to ‘team up’ with scientists
and students in the US in order to secure funding, share
equipment and expertise and encourage a global
understanding in plant sciences.

Typically, the NSF supports the costs of the US team
and foreign partners are typically supported by their own
funding agencies. However, although grants can target
research based in US research institutions, non-US
nationals may also benefit from these funds either upon
invitation by US investigators to work on specific projects
or by becoming co-principal investigators within newly
conceived collaborative research.

NSF Projects are often co-funded by more research
partners in a cross-divisional perspective within the NSF.
The type of support provided by the NSF spans from
typical research grants to postdocs and grants for
training and research. Collaboration between US
researchers and researchers abroad can be funded in
almost all new proposals to NSF or in supplements to
existing NSF awards. No special solicitation is
necessary, as international activities are supported
throughout the NSF portfolio. However, some disciplines
do maintain programs specifically designed to foster
international collaboration (examples).

Generally, the National Science Foundation funds
research and education in most fields of science and
engineering except for medical sciences through grants
and cooperative agreements to more than 2,000
colleges, universities, K-12 school systems, businesses,
informal science organisations and other research
organisations throughout the United States.

The Foundation also supports cooperative research
between universities and industry, US participation in
international scientific and engineering efforts, and
educational activities at every academic level.

The Office of International Science and

Engineering (INT) contributes to NSF's mission by
promoting new partnerships between US investigators
and their colleagues in other countries, or new
cooperative projects between established collaborators.
Such activities may be in any field of science and
engineering research and education supported by NSF.

Upcoming FP7 deadlines

. Researchers from Eurasia may apply with their US
collaborators to the US Civilian Research &
Development Foundation (CRDF) for support of
cooperative research in basic science and
engineering and biomedicine.

o The European Commission has developed a
network of European researchers in the U.S. to be
named "EURAXESS Links" for communication
and networking among them and across the
Atlantic. For more information, see the
EURAXESS website.

The NSF also collaborates with the European
Commission, which in turn supports US scholars
participating in research carried out at the European
Science Foundation.

Applications should be sent in by the 1 May each year,
although applications are accepted throughout the year
and all activities require approval of both the NSF and
the European counterpart agency before funding is given
by either country.

The MSHE was opened on 5 May 2006 in replacemen
of several parts of the Ministries of Education and
Science. They administer governmental activities in
science and higher education and have a budget for
scientific research provided by State funds.

Within the MSHE, the Council for Science constitutes a
formal representation of the research community and
plays an advisory role to the Minister of Science and
Higher Education, who represents the decision-making
authority in the field of scientific policy and public funding
of R&D.

Importantly — the Council of Science has a major
responsibility to run a competitory grant system which
amounts to 10-12% of science budget money.

The Council started its existence on 5th February 2005
replacing the pre-existing Committee for Scientific
Research (KBN), which used to be elected on the basis
of a democratic procedure and was a decision making
body in the area of science financing. The Council
consists of up to 70 members — the scientific community
elects 33 of them from among candidates designated by
other ministers and organisations of research institutions.
They are independent from the Minister in issuing its
opinions and as such does not take decisions concerning
funding of scientific activity or research institutions. The
Committee on Science and Technology Policy is the only
organ of the Science Council that plays a role of a policy
advisor.

European Union

Since Poland joined the EU in 1 May, 2004, new
possibilities of funding became available via the
European Social Fund, the European Regional
Development Fund and community initiatives. Poland
was involved in the 5th and the 6th Framework
Programmes (FP) of the European Union and is also a
partner to such international programmes as EUREKA
(joining in 1995), COST, CERN, DESY and NATO
Science Programme.

Another source of research funding comes from the
Foundation for Polish Science (FNP) that was formed in
1991 with a mission to support science in Poland. It is an
independent, self-financing, non-profit and non—
governmental organisation. They award prizes and
scholarships to scientists and grants for transfer of
scientific achievements to industry. They also play a
maijor role in actively supporting International scientific
co-operation, facilitating exchange of scientific ideas and
increasing the scientific independence of younger
scientists.

Specifically under the EXTERIUS Programme, the
foundation gives support to exceptional initiatives of
significant importance for science which cannot obtain
funding from any other sources. Their HOMING PLUS
Programme is very new and will be an important means
of encouraging young Polish students to return to Poland

. and to encourage postdoctoral scientists of other

countries who are interested in a Fellowship in Poland.

Furthermore, the IDEAS FOR POLAND Programme

offers winners, from all over the world, of the ERC
Starting Grants, the opportunity to choose Poland to
carry out their research projects submitted to the ERC
competition. The successful applicants are subsidised by
the Foundation with a scientific scholarship for a
maximum period of six years.

Recently, a plant science specialist became one of the
first beneficiaries of the WELCOME programme also run
by the FNP to engage outstanding researchers from
abroad to create research teams in Poland and
intensifying international cooperation of the Polish
institutes and universities.

Another important source of funding comes from the
International Visigrad Fund that was founded by the
Visigrad Group (V4) - the Czech Republic, the Republic
of Hungary, the Republic of Poland and the Slovak
Republic on 9 June, 2000. The Fund was set up to
promote and facilitate development of closer cooperation
amongst the V4 countries and with countries worldwide
through the support of common cultural, scientific and
educational projects, youth exchanges, cross-border
projects and tourism promotion. In 2010 their budget
totals around 6 million euros stemming from equal
proportions
from each of
the V4
governments.

(A Central European Exchange Programme for
University Studies) that is a cooperation programme
within the area of education, financed on the strength of
agreement between the governments of:

Republic; Poland; Croatia; Slovenia; Romania.

The programme creates the possibility |
of student and academic staff
exchange between universities forming
a network.

Private science funding in Poland
Poland is very poor with respect to
private funding of research. Most of the
research and development (R & D)
within Poland is carried out within the
public domain.

Due to the changes in Government
from communist to democratic
processes — many of the private
companies involved in R & D were
taken over by companies outwith
Poland who preferred to maintain their own laboratories.

This in effect reduced the Polish industrial R & D to
more of a ‘packing industry’.

According to one of our members in Poland ‘one of the
most important and successful decisions by the
European Commission and the member states was to

Tobacco plants will be used as a green factory to produce tetravalent vaccine against Dengue Fever, a mosquito
borne viral disease that is re-emerging in many parts of the world. This will be achieved by expressing the host cell
receptor binding dengue envelope domain Ill (EDIII) of the four antigenic serotypes, DEN1 to DEN4, alone or
together in tobacco chloroplasts.

Two Career Fellowships: Rothamsted, UK

At the UK government funded institute Rothamsted Research, located near London in England, we have recently
made two major breakthroughs whilst investigating the take-all fungus—wheat root interaction using a range of wheat
germplasm (see www.WGIN.org.uk, objective 10). We now wish to appoint two new research fellows to establish
their own research groups to take forward these findings on the following inter-related topics:

a) The molecular, genetic and biochemical basis of root resistance to talk-all within the Triticeae.
b) Defining the molecular/biochemical basis of the interaction occurring in the wheat root — rhizosphere which
limits take-all inoculum build-up in soil in a 1st wheat crop situation.

Both selected candidates will be expected to apply for their own fellowship funds to support their own salary and that
of an initial small research team for 5 years. They should therefore already have an excellent academic track record,
have demonstrated their ability to undertake creative and innovative research, and should have completed their PhD
studies within the past 4 years.

In order to establish a multidisciplinary approach to their research, the ideal candidates should be well versed in
several of the following including molecular biology, biochemistry, genetics, various ‘omics approaches,
microbiology, cell biology and bioinformatics. Previous experience in investigating either a specific plant pathogen—
root interactions or a crop plant species is not essential.

Rothamsted Research has over 90 years experience in take-all research. In addition, over the past 8 years the
wheat pathogenomic programme has been established which focuses exclusively on the UK’s most important
non-biotrophic pathogenic fungal interactions and soil-borne virus interactions. Full details on this research and
recent achievements are available at http://www.rothamsted.bbsrc.ac.uk/ppi/wptop.html.

Once appointed the fellows will be expected to develop further their own research groups by applying for external
UK and EU grants and through devising appropriate PhD student and under-graduate summer student projects.
These activities will either be done alone or in partnership with collaborators at Rothamsted or with other academic /
industry based groups. Neither post has any formal teaching duties.

The appointed fellows will join the wheat pathogenomics team and will become members of the Department of Plant
Pathology and Microbiology.
